Riga Second UMC is small in numbers (32 members), but is active in its ministry. Pastor Andris Vainovskis is serving every Sunday. After the worship service fellowship takes place, where we discuss what was heard during worship, read spiritual literature, pray for church members, the sick etc. Rita Vainovska is responsible for the fellowship afternoons. She is also our designer of the garden and decorator of the premises.
On Wednesdays, we pray for the Sunday worship service, for the person who is going to preach the Word, for the people attending – for the people to grasp the Word of God and to be able to use it in their practice. It is a common thing that we receive urgent phone calls on Wednesdays to  pray for some matters. We pray not only for our congregation and the UMC altogether, but also about broader matters. We have regular prayers about particular needs. Prayers and Bible studies on Wednesday mornings bring positive results. Those attending the Bible studies have acquired a deeper understanding of God's Word, in particular, what remaining in love and living in love meant. It has helped to discipline oneself in relationships at the church and outside. God's Word has strengthened and healed old wounds.

Social outreach is ongoing. The sick and lonely members are being visited at home and at old people's  homes. They receive also the Holy Communion. The poor receive food and clothing.

On Thursdays, men's ensemble practices. They perform also at other Methodist congregations.

Our congregation participates in ecumenical events and fellowship with other Methodist churches. The Annual Methodist Song Day is a beautiful event that brings the congregations closer to each other. In March, our connecting church from Maryville, USA, also participated in the singing event. It was like a small singing festival. Our pastor organizes trips to the most beautiful sites in Latvia etc.

Our congregation currently does not have a Sunday school, but Tamara Grinberga participates in International children mission work, as well as she is leading Bible studies and prayer meetings along with her husband, lay leader Mareks.

May God strengthen us in our ministry and may He lead us.
